Wherever young people are involved, meetings should be easy to get to, interesting, fun and
relevant to what we need.

Talk about improving things in Ryedale for young people and come up with solutions
for issues.
Be able to make a difference and have a say in things.
Meet in different places, villages, halls, places where young people are based
Help to improve things in communities, help organizations see things from young
peoples point of view.
Run as young people want it to, be informal but dynamic and tell everyone about it!
Meet regularly, about every six weeks after school hours.
We won’t just be a talking shop or be dominated by adults, or be too boring and political
— or what adults think is right for young people.
We will be inclusive, informal, relaxed and open to change.
Know who to contact about the group and have training in what to expect from
meetings. We expect adults to report back to youth groups.
