


Footpaths

Footpaths are of particular importance within the villages. We should ensure
that they are adequate and well maintained to provide safe passage to all age
groups in the villages. The public field footpaths from Beadlam to Howldale and
on to High Street in Nawton are important in keeping pedestrians, particularly
young school children, away from the A170 and the status of these fields in the
current village plans must be protected against development and free access
ensured at all times.

71.4% of respondents favour the introduction of Quiet Lanes where appropriate.
These are lanes where pedestrians, horse riders and cyclists have precedence
over motorists. A careful consideration of suitable lanes in the Parishes will be
needed; the little used Beadlam High Lane beyond the village limit could be the
first cholce with others added in the light of experience.

The introduction of a 20 mph speed limit in the villages will help to make cycling
routes safer, particularly for young children. One of the barriers to increased
cycle use is the fack of safe routes to Kirkbymoorside and Helmsley. The
existing footpaths can be used for cycling in comparative safety, as there is
almost no pedestrian use. These footpaths are incomplete in both directions and
The Parish Councils should look at persuading the County Council to rectify this.
Such improvements are called for in current Government policy and thus, grants
may be available. The creation of a safe cycle route from Wombleton to Nawton,
which school children can use, should also be a policy objective.
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Housing

The Village Questionnaire revealed that 21 respondents are currently seeking
accommodation. The most commonly stated reason for failing to move are price
and type of housing available.

North Ryedale is an attractive area in which to live and people from other parts
of Yorkshire and further a-field are acquiring an increasing number of properties
as second homes. There is also an increase in the number of retired people
moving into the area. These trends have the effect of raising the average price
of local housing above the level that first time buyers can afford. This will
inevitably result in an outward shift of younger local people to areas where
housing is more affordable. This will have long-term consequences on the age
range distribution within the Parishes, and the environment and sense of
community - highlighted in the Village Questionnaire as being so important to
residents — will be significantly altered.

What type of housing do you think is needed in Nawton and Beadlam?
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60.3% of respondents are opposed to further development in the villages and
only 24% are in favour. However, 74.9% have no objection in principle to
development to meet local needs. There is a need for more low cost housing and
the Parish Councils should work with Ryedale District Council to address this
need through their Housing Needs Survey and the forthcoming review of the
Ryedale Plan, which will consider housing needs and development proposals from
2006. If this problem is not tackled, there is likely to be an outward migration of
young adults, which will unbalance the age distribution in the community, with
adverse effects.
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Action Plans

The Action Plans that follow fall into two categories:

- Those which the Parishes can, and should, undertake themselves
- Those, which are the responsibility of other authorities whose actions
should be influenced by the Plan

In either case there will be a person or body nominated from the Parish Councils
to champion each Action Plan through to final implementation.
